The Program                                     
The HDFS-ECDE curriculum is an undergraduate degree offered by OSU Cascades Campus. Coursework includes baccalaureate core courses and introductory lower division courses in ECE offered through Central Oregon Community College (COCC) and advanced theory and application courses at the upper division level through OSU Cascades. The program also includes 16 credits of practicum experience across early childhood years from birth to age eight. 


The Future                         [image: PH03143I(t)]HDFS-ECDE graduates work as early childhood educators and advocates in a wide variety of positions, depending on their study focus and interests. With further study into Master’s degree programs, graduates can earn their teaching credential qualifying them for teaching in primary grades in public schools or continue on to other graduate programs focusing on young children, such as early intervention or childhood development. Many graduates work in model preschool programs, develop programs for young children within communities and work with children with special needs.
