The Program                                     
The HDFS-HS curriculum is an undergraduate degree offered by OSU Cascades Campus. Coursework includes baccalaureate core courses and introductory lower division courses in Family Sciences offered through Central Oregon Community College (COCC) and advanced theory and application courses at the upper division level through OSU Cascades. The program also includes 15 credits of practicum experience across human services sites serving individuals from birth to later life.

With further study into Master’s degree programs, graduates can earn their masters degree in many fields, including counseling and social work.
