OSU – Cascades MAT Waiver Policy

A course waiver is a courtesy extended to MAT candidates that allows prospective students to request credit be given for a course taken at another institution.  The course must have been taken within the last 7 years, ensuring that the material covered is relevant and reflects the most current trends in research and learning.  Waiver requests are considered on a case-by-case basis, and are granted at the discretion of the course instructor(s).  As the content of these prerequisite courses is considered invaluable in the foundation of our program, each course description for the substituted course from the term/year taken must be provided, ensuring that our instructors have all necessary information at hand to consider in the granting of the waiver.

Individual Waiver Request Forms must be submitted for each course you wish to waive.


To request a waiver for a course you need to complete a formal request including the following:

      1.    Choose the course you are requesting waived.  If not listed, fill in the blank option.

2.       List the course number and title you are substituting for the required course.

3.       List the course description of the course you are using to substitute. The course description can usually be found in the university’s course catalog. Often the course catalog is available on-line. Cut and paste the course number and description into your waiver request. If you are using an on-line source please list the link where you retrieved the course description.  Be sure that the course description is from the catalog for the term that you took the course which is not necessarily in the current catalog.  In some cases you will have to get this information from the records office.

4.       List when and where you took the course(s).

5.       List the number of credits for the course(s), and whether the credits are quarter credits or semester credits.

6.       List your grade(s) in the course(s) used to substitute for the required course.  

7.    Sign and date the waiver request form.


Please note: Incomplete waiver requests will not be processed.
