ADMISSION TO THE MASTER OF ARTS IN TEACHING PROGRAM

Admission to the Professional Teacher Education Program is selective and competitive.  Consequently not all applicants are admitted.  Applications received after Dec. 5th, 2011, will be considered on a space-available basis. Applications to the MAT with Social Studies or Language Arts endorsements have a priority deadline of Dec. 5, 2011.  Within OSU’s Guiding Principles, the Professional Teacher Education Program recognizes a responsibility to society to contribute to its social, aesthetic, and economic well-being.  Diversity is a key to the success of our programs.  Our programs open the doors wider for any groups that are under-represented or that have suffered from discrimination.

While acceptance as a graduate student is not required to begin the Initial License program, you must be admitted as a graduate student to complete a degree (necessary for admission to all graduate degree programs).  Students not admitted to a degree-granting program are not eligible for financial aid of any kind.

Admission into a licensure program is contingent upon passing the CBEST or PRAXIS PPST, and the ORELA Multiple Subject Examination, Subtests I and II before beginning student teaching in August 2012.

5.	Sincere and appropriate desire to become a public school teacher and an understanding of the life demands placed on a teacher (documented by letters of recommendation, statement of professional goals, resume, and interview).
6.	Truthful answers to Teacher Standards and Practices Commission (TSPC) character questions (documented by the TSPC Character Questions form).  Note: Successful applicants by Oregon law must submit one fingerprint card for processing by the Oregon State Police and the FBI before beginning the student teaching field experience.


APPLICATION PROCEDURES

1.	Applicants are responsible for assuring that all sources of admission evidence (other than
	interview results) are in their application files at Office of Admissions, OSU-Cascades, 2600 NW College Way, Bend, OR 97701 by the application deadline.  Also, applicants are responsible for assuring that all “Admission Requirements and Criteria” are addressed by sources of evidence other than interview results, such as transcripts, letters of recommendation, resume, etc.

2. Applications are reviewed by screening committees to identify candidates who are qualified based on the evidence available.

3.  	Following the initial screening, qualified applicants are required to interview with OSU-Cascades faculty members.  The interview may also include public school educators.  The interview team adds its assessments to the applicant’s file.

4.  	Following the interview, the faculty for the teacher education program considers all evidence and makes admission recommendations to the Department Chair.

TESTING INFORMATION

The Teacher Standards and Practices Commission in Oregon requires all teachers to pass the following exams in order to be eligible for licensure.  The total cost for exams, licensure fees and fingerprinting is approximately $747. It will be more if you choose to take the Praxis PPST instead of the CBEST.  Exams are offered in the Bend area only once or twice a year and due to the program timing you will probably need to test outside our geographic area (i.e. Portland, Salem, or Eugene).
