 Practicum hours, such as nursing, counseling, firefighting, etc. 

 Community service in the areas of education, public safety, environmental initiatives, homeland 

 security, and human services 

 Federal or State-funded work study positions with a service focus (the only eligible paid positions) 

 Most volunteer work, including tutoring, mentoring, stream restoration, volunteer recruitment, etc.
