Bacc Core
1. Students need to complete through MTH 111, College Algebra, for the MTH requirement because it is a
prerequisite for several later courses.
2. Students should take ECON 201 for Perspective/Social Processes and Institutions because it is a
prerequisite for later courses.
3. No more than two Perspectives courses may be taken from the same department.
4. HHP 295 is the only COCC Health course that meets the Lifetime Fitness requirement.
