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Mission and Description 
 
The OSU Counselor Education and Supervision Program faculty, staff and students endeavor to support the 
principles of dignity, respect, integrity, value, and equality in all we do. We prepare professional counselors who 
promote the social, psychological, and physical well being of individuals, families, communities, and 
organizations in order to continually improve global welfare.  We believe that professional counselors stand for 
social, economic, and political justice and therefore must be prepared to be proactive educators, change agents, 
and advocates in the face of injustice.

Accreditation 
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The Council for Accreditation of Counseling and Related Educational Programs (CACREP) has conferred 
accreditation on the school and community program areas in Counselor Education and Supervision at Oregon 
State University.  The program has also been accredited by the National Council for Accreditation of Teacher 
Education (NCATE) and the Oregon Teacher Standards and Practices Commission (TSPC).  The program is 
recognized by the Oregon Board of Licensed Professional Counselors and the National Board of Certified 
Counselors as a program that meets the course work necessary for licensing or certification.  The program does 
not prepare individuals for private practice immediately upon graduation, but rather focuses on training 
individuals to work with youth, families and individuals in schools and communities. 
     
Admissions Procedures 
 
Admission to the program is by concurrent application to the:   

1. Oregon State University Graduate School  
2. Counselor Education and Supervision Program in the College of Education, Cascades campus.  

 
Admission requirements for the Oregon State University Graduate School may be found at 
http://oregonstate.edu/admissions/graduate/requirements.html.   
 
The minimal prerequisite is a Bachelor's Degree.  Academic background, personal and emotional suitability, 
volunteer or paid experience in the helping professions, and the educational and professional goals of each 
candidate are evaluated before admission is granted.  Screening includes, but is not limited to, a minimum GPA 
of 3.0 on the last 90 hours of undergraduate work, three letters of recommendation, and a writing sample.  A 
personal interview is required for those applicants who meet the initial application criteria.  Prior counseling-
related academic work from an accredited institution may meet some of the program requirements; however, the 
core requirements for the M.S. must be taken at Oregon State University. 
 
Please note the statement:  Under special circumstances, students who do not meet the minimum requirements 
may be considered for admission.  The Graduate Admissions Committee may consider the following criteria when 
reviewing applications from students who do not meet the minimum GPA requirement:  GRE or GMAT scores, 
the student’s undergraduate institution, specific courses completed at the undergraduate and graduate level, and 
letters of recommendation from major professors or current employers.  The GRE, therefore, is NOT required 
for admission though students will find a place to enter the score on the Graduate Admission form.  Students 
only need consider taking the GRE if they do not meet the GPA admission requirement.  Please consult with 
program coordinators (Dr. Biles or Dr. Stroud) about other options available for meeting the Graduate School 
Admissions requirement if the 3.0 G.P.A. is not met related to the last 90 hours of undergraduate coursework. 
 
 
International Student Requirements 

*Refer to Graduate School Website and Admission’s criteria 

To qualify for graduate study, international students must have completed the equivalent of a four-year 
American Baccalaureate Degree with a B average (equivalent 3.00 on an U.S.A. 4.00 grading scale) in the last 
two years, plus all subsequent graded course work, or a four-year equivalent Baccalaureate Degree with a two-
year equivalent graduate degree, sufficient financial resources for the desired academic program, and English 
language proficiency demonstrated by a minimum TOEFL score of 550 (paper/pencil test) or 213 (computer-
based test). TOEFL scores must be no more than two years old at the time of the applicant's first term of 
registration.�

The English language proficiency requirement is waived for international students who have completed a degree 
at a U.S. university. University conditional admission of international students presenting TOEFL scores of at 
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least 500 (paper/pencil test) or 173 (computer-based test) may be granted if the applicant is otherwise fully 
admissible. Such conditional admission requires on-campus testing of English language proficiency prior to 
enrollment and compliance with the subsequently specified plan for English and academic course work during 
each quarter until the student qualifies for regular admission. 
 
Oregon State University does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin, religion, sex, sexual 
orientation, marital status, age, disability, or veteran's status in any of its policies, procedures, or practices.

Starting Date 
 
Graduate study in counseling begins with an eight week summer session (June 23rd – Aug. 15th). Currently, only 
a part-time option is available at OSU-Cascades. Two classes are taken each term, with an occasional third class 
required for those seeking school counseling who do not have a teacher’s license. If followed as scheduled, this 
program of study allows the student to finish the program in three years.  Please note these timelines for 
program completion assume normal progression through all courses and practicum/internship placements. 
 
To assure consideration, applications for admission must be received by February 4, 2008.  Applications 
received after February 4th may be considered as space and program conditions permit.  Contact Dr. Daniel Stroud

PROGRAM OPTIONS 

 
OSU Counselor Education and Supervision Programs are designed to prepare persons for work in school and 
community settings that provide counseling services for children, youth, individuals  and families.  Our 
Community Counseling Program prepares students for employment in community settings, such as mental health 
programs, substance abuse treatment programs, child and adolescent treatment centers, and nonprofit counseling 
centers. Students who graduate from the Community Counseling Program meet initial coursework requirements 
for licensure as an Oregon Licensed Professional Counselor (LPC) (www.oblpct.state.or.us) .  Our School 
Counseling Program prepares individuals for the Oregon Initial School Counselor License following the criteria 
established by the Oregon Teacher Standards and Practices Commission (TSPC) ( www.tspc.state.or.us/ ).  
 
  SCHOOL COUNSELING DEGREE PROGRAM 
 

A. School Counseling (for individuals with teaching experience/teaching license) 
 

This program is designed for students who have already obtained a teaching credential and have at least 
two years of teaching experience.  Coursework and experiences are designed to augment teaching 
experience to develop counseling skills and counselor identity.  Students must complete the M.S. in 
Counseling degree to be eligible for the Initial School Counselor license.  

 
B. School Counseling  (for individuals without teaching experience) 
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This program is designed for persons without a teaching license or teaching experience.   Students must 
complete the M.S. in Counseling degree to be eligible for the Initial School Counselor license.  
Coursework in this track includes 125 hours of school-based observations (COUN 591/COUN 592) and 
at least 75 hours of direct responsibility for classroom instruction (COUN 592).   

 
 
  COMMUNITY COUNSELING DEGREE PROGRAM 
 
Our Community Counseling Program prepares students for employment in community settings, such as mental 
health programs, substance abuse treatment programs, child and adolescent treatment centers, and nonprofit 
counseling centers. Community counseling students who complete the M.S in Counseling degree meet initial 
coursework requirements for licensure as an Oregon Licensed Professional Counselor (LPC) 
www.oblpct.state.or.us, and upon obtaining a passing score on the National Counselor Examination (NCE), meet 
the requirements for certification as a Nationally Certified Counselor (NBCC).     
 
  
LICENSING OPPORTUNITIES  
 

A.  School Counselor Licenses   
 

The school counseling program has Oregon TSPC - www.tspc.state.or.us/ - approval to offer both initial 
and continuing state licensure as a school counselor.  Individual advisement by your major professor is 
necessary to evaluate readiness for licensure. Licensure and certification requirements may vary in 
other states. 

 
B.  Licensed Professional Counselor 

 
The community counseling program meets the coursework requirements of the Oregon Board of 
Licensed Professional Counselors and Therapists for licensure as a Licensed Professional Counselor 
(LPC).  Note:  The Oregon Board of Licensed Professional Counselors and Therapists requires post-
master’s registration as an intern and completion of additional supervised clinical experiences to receive 
licensure (www.oblcpt.state.or.us).  School counseling students, upon approval, may take additional 
coursework to become eligible for professional counselor licensure. 
 
Additionally, graduate students in counseling are eligible to take the National Counselor Examination 
(www.nbcc.org) during the last quarter of their degree program. A passing score on this examination 
fulfills one criterion towards professional counselor licensure in Oregon and certification by the 
National Board of Certified Counselors.

PRINCIPLES OF ADMISSION AND RETENTION  
 
The State System of Higher Education has adopted the following statement:  Academic performance is not the 
sole criterion for admission to and continuation in certain courses and programs at the University, such as 
practicum courses and internships.  The University may find it necessary to evaluate a person's background to 
determine his or her likelihood of maintaining standards of professional conduct that are necessary in the 
discipline.  An evaluation may take into consideration current performance as well as past experiences and actions 
that could affect a student's ability to perform in the particular course or program. 
 
The Counselor Education and Supervision faculty subscribes to the above statement and have adopted the 
following specific principles and conditions for admission and retention in the program: 
 
A. Applicants are sought from a variety of groups and cultures within society.  Admissions policies and 

procedures are designed to foster the identification and selection of all prospective students who possess the 
potential for Master level work in counseling--to the extent of looking beyond the more traditional criteria 
when advisable and possible. 

 
B. Applicants are sought who have demonstrated a commitment to the profession of counseling and to the 

specific counseling areas emphasized at OSU through interest, preparation, and experience. 
 
C. Counseling professionals and appropriate professional credentialing bodies are consulted relative to 

admission policies and procedures. 
 
D. The Counselor Education and Supervision Faculty, with the Dean of the College of Education, has the 

responsibility for the selection of Masters' Candidates and has established admission criteria consistent with 
and in excess of those of the OSU Graduate School. 

 
E. Counselor education students enrolled in the Master's Degree are required to participate as clients in an 

individual or group counseling experience.  This requirement is based, in part, on the belief that first hand 
experience as a client bridges the often existing gap between intellectual and emotional understanding of the 
client experience.  On-going student emotional and psychological well-being is paramount for continuation in 
the program. 
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F. The faculty of the Counselor Education and Supervision Program subscribe to the ethical standards of the 

American Counseling Association (ACA) and American School Counselor Association (ASCA).  Consistent 
with these standards, students may not independently offer mental health diagnosis, counseling, or 
consultation services, either gratis or for remuneration.  If it should come to the attention of the faculty that a 
student is offering such services, an investigation of the student's activities will be conducted by a committee 
appointed for this purpose.  The committee will present its findings and recommendations to the staff for 
decision on retention of the student in the program. 

 
G. Admission is always subject to faculty and/or program availability. 
 
 
 
 EVALUATION AND RETENTION PROCEDURES  
 
In agreement with the OSU Graduate School Procedures and Policies and Ethical Guidelines of the American 
Counseling Association, the OSU Counselor Education and Supervision Program has developed the following 
student evaluation and retention procedures.  Respecting these guidelines, the faculty considers not only academic 
abilities and skill performance when making retention decisions about students, but also such aspects as whether 
the student has appropriate levels of maturity, judgment, emotional stability, sensitivity to others, and self-
awareness. 
 
Each term, faculty members and practicum supervisors meet in order to evaluate each student's progress in 
academic work, counseling skills, and intrapersonal and interpersonal effectiveness.  Those students assessed as 
having difficulty will receive feedback concerning their progress from their advisor. 
 
Students who are identified as having deficiencies in one or more of the three areas evaluated are provided the 
following assistance in order to improve their performance: 
 
1. Problem Identification Meeting 
 

The advisor meets with the student and gives specific examples of the difficulties which have been identified 
by the staff.  The student and the advisor then discuss change expectations and procedures.  Explanation is 
made at this time as to the seriousness of the problem.  Steps for resolution are recommended and a time 
frame for change is agreed upon by both parties. 

 
2. Recurring or Critical Problems 
 

If the situation is a continuing one, or is critical, a team of staff members may be appointed to meet with the 
student.  The concerns are delineated in writing and given to the student prior to this meeting.  During this 
meeting, the student is given specific information about the particular problem, the steps needed for 
resolution, and the time frame allowed prior to determining if further action must be considered.  A written 
contract stating the areas which need to be improved, and the methods and time frame needed for 
improvement is designed and signed by the student and the involved staff members.  A copy of this 
agreement is given to the student and the original is placed in the student's central file. 

 
3. Insufficient Progress, Withdrawal, Counseling 
 

If the student does not make expeditious progress toward resolution of the identified problem(s), and if the 
staff agrees that the student will not be able to successfully achieve the academic, counseling skills, or intra- 
and inter-personal effectiveness objectives needed to be successful in the program, then recommendation for 
withdrawal of the student from the program is considered.  This decision is made by closed faculty vote and is 
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then passed to the next administrative level.  Academic, vocational, and personal counseling are offered to the 
student and may include the transfer of earned credits to a new program. 

 
4. Due Process Procedures 
 

Unless the problem involves a major disciplinary action, all of the preceding steps are handled within the 
Counselor Education and Supervision Program.  If a student wishes to challenge a decision of the program 
regarding retention in the program, the student has the right to an appeal process, as detailed in the OSU 
Student Handbook. 

 
 
The OSU Program of Counselor Education believes that the stated procedures are in accord with accepted 
educational practices and the following guidelines of the American Counseling Association: 
 

"Counselors, through ongoing evaluation and appraisal, are aware of the academic and personal limitations of 
students and supervisees that might impede performance.  Counselors assist students and supervisees in 
securing remedial assistance when needed, and dismiss from the training program supervisees who are unable 
to provide competent service due to academic or personal limitations.  Counselors seek professional 
consultation and document their decision to dismiss or refer students or supervisees for assistance.  
Counselors assure that students and supervisees have recourse to address decisions made to require them to 
seek assistance or to dismiss them" (ACA Ethics Code Section F.3.a).

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 PERSONAL GROWTH REQUIREMENT 
 

Counselor education and supervision students enrolled in the Master's Degree, and those seeking school 
counseling license, are expected to participate as clients in an individual or group counseling experience 
during the time they are enrolled as graduate students.  This requirement is based on a philosophy which 
recognizes the value of such an experience to the continuous development of self-awareness and personal 
identity.  It is also based on the belief that first hand experience as a client bridges the gap between 
intellectual and emotional understanding of the client experience. 

 
Students may choose to participate in individual or group counseling with a qualified* counselor or 
mental health provider approved by the faculty advisor.  This therapeutic experience should focus on 
personal growth and awareness rather than specific skills training.  Important components could include 
sharing of here-and-now feelings, working out communication blocks, interpersonal feedback, individual 
expression of concerns; as well as expression of feelings about self, significant people in one's life, and 
other members of the therapeutic experience (for group setting). 

 
Students are required to provide written verification of at least 10 sessions of individual, couples, or group 
counseling to their faculty advisor prior to completion of the master's degree.  "Written verification" is a 
statement by the group facilitator or individual counselor of consistent attendance.  Specifics of the 
counseling relationship will be kept confidential between student/client and counselor in accordance with 
the ethical guidelines of the American Counseling Association (ACA). 

 
*qualified is defined by the following credentials: LPC, LCSW, LMFT, Supervised or Licensed 
Ph.D. in counseling/counseling psych/clinical psych, fellow or diplomat of the AAPC and 
Licensed Psychiatrist (or as approved by faculty). 

 
C. CONDUCTING PRIVATE PRACTICE WHILE ENROLLED IN TH E PROGRAM 
 

The faculty of the Counselor Education and Supervision Program subscribes to the ethical standards of 
the ACA.  In an effort to encourage professionalism among its students, the faculty requires its students to 
adhere to these same standards while they are engaged in providing counseling services to clients.  The 
ACA standards read, in part: 

 
Counselors claim or imply only professional credentials possessed and are responsible for correcting any 
known misrepresentations of these credentials by others [ACA Ethical Standard C-4(a)]. 

 
With regard to the delivery of professional services, members should accept only those positions for 
which they are professionally qualified [ACA Ethical Standard C-2(a)]. 

 
Consistent with these standards, students may not independently offer mental health diagnosis, 
counseling, or consultation services, either gratis or for remuneration.  If it should come to the attention of 
the faculty that a student is offering such services, an investigation of the student's activities will be 
conducted by a committee appointed for this purpose.  The committee will present its findings and 
recommendations to the staff for decision on retention of the student in the program.
