AT CHECK-IN  
Graduates: Bring or wear your regalia – be ready to walk. At check-in you will be given your line location 
and the seating chart. Graduates are seated by institution/degree/major. Once you have checked-in you are 
free to meet family and friends, take pictures, etc., in the check-in area. 

 

SEATING WILL BE LIMITED! 
We are expecting another large crowd this year. Tell your guests to come early if they want to be guaranteed 
a seat. 

 

RAIN…OR SHINE 
The commencement ceremony will take place at Drake Park – rain or shine. Bring your umbrellas if the 
forecast calls for rain. You and your guests will want to bring sunglasses, sunscreen and water if the forecast 
calls for clear skies.

HOODS FOR OSU MASTERS STUDENTS
