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OSU-Cascades brings Cornell University School of Hotel Administration’s Executive Education
Programs to Central Oregon

BEND, Ore. — Beginning this summer, hospitality leaders throughout the West Coast and beyond
will have the opportunity to attend executive education courses offered by Cornell University’s
School of Hotel Administration at Oregon State University — Cascades Campus in Bend.

(August 19-21), Leading and Motivating in the Real World (January 17-19) and Strategic Pricing
for Hotels (January 20-22) will be taught at OSU-Cascades during Cornell’s term breaks. Courses
are limited in size and early registration is encouraged. Participants will overnight in hotel
properties nearby in downtown Bend.
